Step 2. Glue the print-out onto card stock or poster board.

Step Saver: You can skip Step 2 by printing the buttons directly onto card stock.

Step 3. Cut out the buttons on the white dotted line.
Step 4. Use double-sided tape, adhesive-back Velcro (the OroughO side) or any fabric-safe

adhesive to temporarily affix the buttons to your studentsO clothes. Make sure to check the
adhesiveOs instructions before using on clothes.
